- Utilising beat surgeries to educate members of the public as to road safety and to encourage the reporting of such behav-

iour which is contrary to this. 

- Conducting high visibility patrols of hotspot areas to deter further offences from occurring. 

 

Priority 2 Antisocial Behaviour (ASB): 

- Patrols of Parks and other recreational and business areas where ASB is being reported to be occurring.  

 

- We have been engaging with local youths discouraging them from becoming involved in such behaviour.
